Responsibilities:
● Provide educational experiences for our membership that align with PSIA-AASI’s

Learning Connection Model.
● Use the PSIA-AASI Children’s Specialist National Standards and support documents

(Performance Guides, RM support documents, Scoring Criteria, etc.) to assess members’
performance at Children’s Specialist 1 assessments.

● Attend examiner meetings and collaborate with fellow staff before, during and after
each event to ensure consistent experiences and assessments.

● Submit timely, thorough written candidate assessment forms after each event.
● Proactively communicate with RM admin to solve membership and/or event issues.
● Be a conduit between our stakeholders (membership, member schools, and official

an outdoor, high-altitude, winter environment.
